A lead nurse is in place who has had advanced and on-going  training in the 
management of hypertension and ischaemic heart disease 

Audit plans are in place and the lead nurse for Hypertension follows up any 
prisoners who do not attend their appointments.  These figures are also 
submitted on HJIP’s (Health and justice indicators of performance –

Blood pressure is now taken and recorded as part of the reception process 
on the day of arrival to the establishment to gain individual baseline 
observations.

All staff 
have been informed of this in the physical health meeting and guidance is 
now followed. 
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
